• It takes 2 to 4 years of training to become one 
of London’s Black Cab drivers, which includes 
the memorization of more than 60,000 streets!

• There are 8 ravens that live in the Tower of 
London, one of the city’s famous castles. Their 
names are Jubilee, Harris, Gripp, Erin, Poppy, 
Georgie, Edgar, and Branwen. 

• The London Zoo was the first zoo in the world, 
opened to the public in 1847.

Tower Bridge
• This is London’s most famous bridge. 

It crosses the River Thames.
• It took 8 years to build the bridge.
• Originally the bridge was painted chocolate 

brown. Today it’s red, white, and blue. 
• The bridge opens to let ships on the river 

pass through, which can sometimes cause 
a traffic jam! 
Big Ben

• London’s most iconic clock tower, at the Palace 
of Westminster.

• Though everyone knows this tower as Big Ben, its 
name is actually Elizabeth Tower. Big Ben is the 
name of the clock’s biggest bell!

• Big Ben, the bell, weighs as much as 4 elephants. 
• Big Ben chimes every hour. Four smaller bells 

chime every 15 minutes.
